International Standard Book Number (ISBN)

International Standard Book Number (ISBN), it is a universal code number that is
established for the general publications of the book. For convenience, accuracy and
speed in the operation of controlling publications in computer systems Side to order
books the exchange Data survey And publisher inventory control

The question of the need for and feasibility of an international numbering
system for books was first discussed at the Third International Conference on Book
Market Research and Rationalization in the Book Trade, held in November 1966 in
Berlin.

At that time, a number of European publishers and book distributors were
considering the use of computers for order processing and inventory control, and it
was evident that a prerequisite for an efficient automated system was a unique and
simple identification number for a published item.

The system that fulfilled this requirement and became known as the

International Standard Book Number (ISBN) system was developed out of the book
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numbering system introduced in the United Kingdom in 1967 by J. Whitaker & Sons,
Ltd., and in the United States in 1968 by R. R. Bowker.

At the same time, the International Organization for Standardization (ISO)
Technical Committee 46 on Information and Documentation set up a working party to
investigate the possibility of adapting the British system for international use. During
1968 and 1969 several meetings took place between representatives from various
European countries and the United States, and a report was circulated to all countries
belonging to ISO.

As a result of these meetings the International Standard Book Number (ISBN)
was approved as ISO standard 2108 in 1970.

The purpose of the international standard is to coordinate and standardize the
international use of ISBNs to identify uniquely one publication or edition of a
publication published by one specific publisher in one specific format. The original
standard was revised in 1978, 1992 and 2005 as book and book-like items began to
appear in new forms of media, the system expanded to cover over 160 countries and
the original 10-digit ISBN was extended to 13 digits. Also, in line with other ISO
identifiers, recent editions of the standard specified the metadata that must be

supplied at the time of ISBN assignment.

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Benefits of the ISBN

1. The ISBN is a unique international identifier for monographic publications;
assigning a number replaces the handling of long bibliographic descriptive records,
thereby saving time and staff costs and reducing copying errors.

2. Correct use of the ISBN allows different product forms and editions of a book,
whether printed or digital, to be differentiated clearly, ensuring that customers
receive the version that they require.

3. The ISBN facilitates compilation and updating of book-trade directories and
bibliographic databases, such as books-in-print catalogues. Information on available
books can be found easily.

4. Ordering and distribution of books is mainly executed by ISBN; this is a fast
and efficient method.

5. The ISBN is machine-readable in the form of a 13-digit EAN-13 bar code. This
is fast and avoids mistakes.

6. The ISBN is required for the running of electronic point-of-sale systems in
bookshops.

7. Many publishing and supply chain systems are based on ISBN.

8. The accumulation of sales data is done by the ISBN. This enables the varying
successes of different product forms and editions of publications to be monitored, as
well as enabling comparisons between different subject areas and even different
publishing houses.

9. The national lending right in some countries is based on the ISBN. Such
schemes enable authors and illustrators to receive payments proportionate to the

number of times that their books are lent out by public libraries.

Function and Scope of the ISBN

Recognized in more than 160 countries throughout the world, the International
Standard Book Number is a clear identifier that is potentially machine-readable. The
ISBN denotes a particular monographic publication uniquely and should, therefore, be
associated with it from early production stages. An essential instrument in production,
distribution, sales analysis and bibliographic data storage systems in the book trade,
ISBN is also of vital importance to library information management.

However, where a product is appropriate to another specific numbering system
(such as continuing resources and ongoing integrating resources that qualify for the
ISSN, and printed music that qualifies for the ISMN), then that system must be used. If
appropriate, such identifiers should be used in conjunction with the ISBN.

ISBNs are assigned to monographic publications, including related products
such as publications available as sets or as completed series that are available to the
public, whether those publications and related products are available on a gratis basis
or to purchase. In addition, individual sections (such as chapters) of monographic
publications or issues or articles of continuing resources that are made available
separately may also use the ISBN as an identifier. Provided that the publication
qualifies for ISBN assignment, it is of no importance in what product form the content
is documented and distributed; however, each product form and variation in product
form detail and/or product form feature and/or usage constraint should be identified

separately.
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Changes to publications

A separate ISBN is assigned if there have been significant changes to any part
or parts of a publication in relation to former editions of the publication, or if there
are significant changes in the physical or digital characteristics of the publication in the
new edition. This applies for changes to:

1. the title and/or the subtitled of a publication

2. language
3. publisher name or imprint
4. author name
5. textual content other than minor corrections to misprints
6. product form (e.g., from hardback to paperback; from audio book on a
physical carrier to audio book available to download)

7. product form detail (e.g., from .pdf to EPUB; change of book dimension)

8. product form features (e.g., from ‘normal’ text font to dyslexic text font; from
EPUB version 2 to EPUB version 3)

9. usage constraints (e.g., from printing allowed to printing not allowed, from
single concurrent user to multi-user)

A change to the cover design or color or to the price of a monographic
publication does not require a separate ISBN, although a separate ISBN may be
assigned if required by the supply chain (e.g., media tie-in).

You will need one ISBN for each edition and format of your book. The ISBN
identifies the publisher as well as the specific book title, edition and formats (hardback,
paperback, ePub, PDF, e-book and audio). Any variation of a book would require the
use of a unique ISBN to identify it properly. This allows retailers to help the customer
understand exactly which version of a title they are purchasing. So, you should
consider:

1. How many book titles you are planning to publish

2. How many formats will each title be created in

3. Do you plan to publish future revised editions of these titles

4. And remember:

5. You can purchase ISBNs in advance and register your titles any time after they
are obtained.

6. ISBNs never expire.

5. Digital publications (e-books) either on physical carriers (such as machine-
readable tapes, diskettes, or CD-ROMs) or on the Internet (for download or
streaming)

6. Digitized copies of printed monographic publications that are available in the
supply chain

7. Microform publications

8. Educational or instructional software, films, videos, DVDs, transparencies
either on a physical carrier or accessible on the Internet for download or streaming

9. Mixed media publications where the principal constituent is text-based, e.g.
book with CD or book with DVD

10. Individual articles or issues of a particular continuing resource where these
are made available separately (but not the continuing resource in its entirety)

11. Art books and illustrated books with a title page and/or text or captions

12. e-book apps provided that they have a significant textual content and can be
considered a monographic publication and are available to the public. Pictures,
moving image and sound may be included

Some identifiers such as the ISSN and ISMN have precise rules as to the scope of
materials that qualify for assignment whereas some other identifiers, such as GTIN-13
for trade items, may be used across very broad product ranges.

As the ISBN is now fully compatible with GTIN-13 this makes it more convenient
for retailers to sell products of related interest, that do not qualify for ISBN and which
use the GTIN-13 instead, without having to adapt their systems.

The International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) was developed in the early
1970’s by the International Organization for Standardization (ISO) in order to meet the
need for a brief, unique and unambiguous identification code for serial publications.
Sole responsibility for controlling the assigcnment of ISSN was allocated by the resulting
standard, 1SO 3297, to the ISDS3 International Centre - since 1993 known as the
International Centre of the ISSN Network. The ISSN Network consists of the
International Centre and National Centres established in those countries which have
acceded to the Statutes of the ISSN Network.

International Standard Serial Number (ISSN), an eight digit number, including a
check digit and preceded by the alphabetic prefix ISSN, assigned to a continuing
resource by the ISSN Network. It is a unique code that is designed to be used as the
identification of each newspapers, periodicals, journals, magazines in unique title.

The National Library of Thailand is a bibliographic resource control and national

agency for assignment of International Standard Serials Number (ISSN) in Thailand.

Scope of ISSN

Each ISSN is a unique identifier for a specific continuing resource in a defined
medium. Continuing resources are bibliographic resources issued over time with no
predetermined conclusion, they include serials and ongoing integrating resources.

All continuing resources, whether past, present, or to be produced in the
foreseeable future, whatever the medium of production, are eligible for ISSN

assignment.
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Also eligible for ISSN assignment are those bibliographic resources issued in
successive issues or parts which bear numbering and that also bear other
characteristics of a serial (e.g. frequency in the title), but whose duration is limited (e.g.
the newsletter of an event)d .

Eligibility does not necessarily mean ISSN assignment in practice. Section 0.3
below provides criteria for determining whether or not a continuing resource shall be
ISSN assigned in accordance with the current policy of the ISSN Network.

1. Assign an International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) to all serial
publication titles.

2. Assign a new International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) when
changing serial publication’s title.

3. Assign new International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) for serial
publication in other formats.

4. Various forms of serial publication no need to assign a new
International Standard Serial Number (ISSN).

5. The paperback serial publication is changed to hardcover. No need to
set a new International Standard Serial Number (ISSN).

6. International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) assigned to what journal
name has been Even if the number has not been published, it cannot be used in any

other journal under any circumstances.
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7. International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) can be canceled in the
event of a suspension or cancellation of publication. It will result in a search for
information in the base showing that it has been canceled. But cannot bring the
number back to use with another name journal

1. International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) consists of 8 digits of Arabic
numerals and must be preceded by the word ISSN at all times when published.

2. This 8 digit number is divided into 7 digits, the first is ISSN number, and the
8" digit is a check digit.

3. Writing the International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) must have an ISSN
letter uppercase and space 1 time followed by the first 4 digits followed by a sign (-)
and followed by the last 4 digits.

4. International Standard Serial Number (ISSN) will not be interpreted as the first
7 digits will be the numbers obtained by sorting according to the method in the
database of the International Centre for the registration of serial publications — CIEPS,

France.
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5. The ISSN check digit calculation uses the principle of modulus 11, sometimes
the result is 10, the letter X is capitalized instead of 10, so the check digit can be
from 0 to 9 and the capital letter X.

Major Principles of ISSN / Applying for multiple ISSN, when the same publication is
published as following:

1. On different media (e.g.; print version and online version)

2. In different languages (e.g.; French edition and English edition), applications

must be submitted for distinct ISSNs for each medium or each linguistic edition.

Changing of ISSN / A new ISSN must be applied for in the following 2 cases as
following:
1. The publication’s medium changes (e.g.; a print magazine becomes an online
magazine)
2. The publication’s title changes. Other changes DO NOT result in a change of
ISSN such as:
1) Change of publisher
2) Change of publication location
3) Change of frequency
4) Change of editorial policy

Content and Functions
The ISSN record includes mandatory and optional data elements which serve

different functions relating to:

1. Unique identifier of the continuing resource (ISSN and key title)

2. Additional information describing the continuing resource

3. Linking or collocating the different medium versions of the same continuing
resource (ISSN-L)

4. Linking the continuing resource to other continuing resources

5. The content of the continuing resource (subject classification)

6. Intellectual responsibility for the continuing resource (issuing body)

7. The use of the continuing resource (coverage by abstracting and indexing

services)
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8. The electronic address of the resource (URL or e-mail)
9. Coded elements, for example, the country code, frequency, language and
physical medium codes.

A number of descriptive data elements included in the ISSN record are the
same as those appearing in the bibliographic records of national bibliographic agencies
following national cataloguing rules or international standard practices such as the
ISBD, AACR2 and RDA. These include:

1. Title proper

2. Issuing (corporate) body

3. Place of publication

4. Name of publisher

5. Date of publication

6. Linking elements relating to the bibliographic history of the continuing

resource

Benefits of ISSN

The ISSN should be as basic a part of a serial as the title. The advantages of
using it are abundant and the more the number is used the more benefits will
accrue.

1. ISSN provides a useful and economical method of communication between
publishers and suppliers, making trade distribution systems faster and more efficient.

2. The ISSN results in accurate citing of serials by scholars, researchers,
abstracters, and librarians.

3. As a standard numeric identification code, the ISSN is eminently suitable for
computer use in fulfilling the need for file update and linkage, retrieval, and
transmittal of data.

4. ISSN is used in libraries for identifying titles, ordering and checking in, and
claiming serials.

5. ISSN simplifies interlibrary loan systems and union catalog reporting and
listing.

6. AUl ISSN registrations are maintained in an international data base and are
made available in the ISSN Register online. The ISSN portal and other products are

described in a document maintained by the ISSN International Centre

Summary of Press Act B.E. 2550

What’s a publication of Press Act B.E. 2550 mean?

Publication means a book, book, sheet of paper or any object printed in
multiple copies. Qualifications of the publisher or advertiser of printed publications
as being not less than twenty years of age, having a permanent residence in the
Kingdom not being incompetent or quasi-incompetent and never been punished
sentenced to imprisonment.

Publications which are books that are not newspapers shall identify as the
name of the publisher and the location of the printing house, name and location of

the advertiser International Standard Book Number or ISBN.

Submitting of a publication of Press Act B.E. 2550

The publisher 2 copies of the publication under Press Act B.E. 2550 shall be
submitted to the National Library of Thailand within 30 days from the date of
publication. Any person who violates shall be subject to an administrative fine not

exceeding 10,000 baht.
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The commander-in-chief of the Royal Thai Police has the authority to issue
an order by publishing in the Government Gazette prohibiting entry or imported for
dissemination in the Kingdom of any publication that is defamatory or feuding with
the King, Queen, heir-apparent or affecting the security of the Kingdom If disobeying,
the commander The National Police has the power to confiscate and destroy. Any
violation of the order of the Royal Thai Police Commissioner under shall be liable to
imprisonment for a term not exceeding 3 years or a fine not exceeding 60,000 baht

or both.

What’s a newspaper of Press Act B.E. 2550 mean?

Newspaper means that the publication has the same title and leaving or
intending to leave, respectively, with a deadline period, whether or not Whether or
not there is a continuous message including magazines, periodicals, publications
called otherwise. Likewise Newspapers printed within the Kingdom must be
registered in accordance with the provisions of this Act.

In this regard, the person submitting the notification for the printing of books
must have the following qualifications.

1) Name, nationality, and residence of the publisher, publisher, editor, or
newspaper proprietor

2) the name of the newspaper

3) Objectives and duration of newspaper publishing

4) the language in which the newspaper will be published

5) Name and location of the printing house or printing place

6) Name and location for newspaper office

If anyone publishes a newspaper in which the competent official has not
registered shall be guilty and shall be punished. Up to six months imprisonment or a

fine not exceeding ten thousand baht, or both.

What’s a newspaper shall be displayed of Press Act B.E. 25507
In a newspaper, the following statement shall be displayed;
1) the name of the publisher and the location of the printing house
2) name and location of the advertiser

3) Name of newspaper editor
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4) Name and location of the owner of the book business
Any person who violates shall be liable to an administrative fine not

exceeding 10,000 baht.

What’s a qualification of newspaper editors and owners of Press Act B.E. 25507

Qualification of newspaper editors is not less than twenty years of age. Having
Thai nationality or the nationality of a country which has a treaty with
Thailand. Have a permanent residence in the Kingdom and not being incompetent or
quasi-incompetent and never been punished sentenced to imprisonment. Any
person violating shall be liable to imprisonment for not more than six months or a
fine not exceeding ten thousand baht, or Both imprisonment and fine.

Qualification of owners of newspaper who are natural persons, publishers or
advertisers must have qualifications and not have the characteristics prohibited of
being not less than twenty years of age. Having Thai nationality. Have a permanent
residence in the Kingdom and not being incompetent or quasi-incompetent and
never been punished sentenced to imprisonment Any person who violates shall be
liable to imprisonment for not more than six months or a fine not exceeding ten
thousand baht or both
Both fines.

Owner of a newspaper business that is a juristic person must have a person of
Thai nationality holding shares of not less than 70% of all shares and there must be
no less than three-fourths of the total number of directors of Thai nationality. If anyone
violates, they will be punished. Imprisonment for not more than six months or a fine

not exceeding ten thousand baht, or both and termination of shareholding.

Changing the name of the publication name and location of the printing house
or printing place.

If changing the name of the publication, name and location of the printing
house or printing place must notify the competent official within 30 days. Any person
who violates shall be liable to an administrative fine not exceeding 20,000 baht.

If there is a change, the publisher, publisher, editor or newspaper owner must

notify competent officers know to cancel or change the items in the evidence of
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registration within 30 days. Any person who violates shall be liable to an

administrative fine not exceeding 30,000 baht.
